List Best Practices

When making a list, keep these things in mind:

No list should be completely white, straight, and male, if you can help it. PCPL is working hard
to be more inclusive of people of all races, genders, orientations, religions, abilities, etc. There are
topics where you won't be able to find a variety of items created by women, people of color,

etc., and that's okay. But we ought to do our best to be inclusive when we can.

When including Indigenous/First Nations/Native authors, include their affiliation whenever
possible. We better serve our Indigenous customers by including the nation in which North
American Indigenous authors in particular are enrolled as an annotation or a part of an
annotation. For example, add "Lipan Apache" as an annotation for Elatsoe, or "Cheyenne and
Arapaho Tribes of Oklahoma" for There There. If they are not a member of a North American
nation, include their affiliation as best you can, eg "Ambelin Kwaymullina belongs to the Palyku
people of the eastern Pilbara region of Western Australia." This information can usually be found

on the author's website, goodreads or amazon page.

‘When possible, include at least two or three annotations for a ten-item list, and keep going up
as your item number increases. A list doesn't have to have annotations, but the reader is more
engaged when they know why you've chosen it.

Include different formats when making book lists. Even if you don't read ebooks or listen to
audiobooks, someone who finds the list will be happy to know a book they're interested in is in a

particular format.

Most people will not go to the second page of a list. Consider whether you need more than 25
items if the title of your list isn't "The 100 Best YA Novels of the 2010s" or something of that

nature.

Include items people can check out. Part of a list's purpose is to market the collection and get
people to come in and check out materials. And people will want to do this! They love our lists, so
